During the ensuing months Leisel will promote MILO Swim Australia throughout the nation, encouraging young people to learn-to-swim.
MILO Swim Australia chief executive Ross Gage said his organisation was delighted to have Leisel Jones as their ambassador.

“The message Leisel will be telling people is don’t wait for winter to teach your kids to swim – do it now and be ready for next summer,” Gage said.

“On average over 50 children under five drown each year in Australia and for each drowning many more are left with permanent brain damage.

‘I have to re-iterate what Laurie Lawrence says in  his Kids Alive campaign – ‘teach your kids to swim – it’s great.

“Swimming lessons not only help make your child safer around water, they are also an excellent start to a healthy life.”
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
